
New Orleans Medical Mission Services Foundation completed 
the third medical mission to Ecuador in the Fall of 2004. Thirty-
seven physicians, nurses and support staff donated one week of 
service to perform 78 medical interventions and dispense 2,300 
eyeglasses to over 1,100 patients. Participating physicians were 
specialists in the field of Obstetrics and Gynecology, Gyneco-
logic Oncology, General Surgery, Orthopedics, Plastic Surgery, 
Otolaryngology, Neonatology and Rheumatology. 
 
To support our mission trip, we shipped a 40 foot container via 
sea transport and 11 pallets weighing over 6,000 pounds via air 
freight to our mission partner in advance of the mission. Addi-
tionally, we packed special instruments and equipment in 37 

footlockers and transported them on the flight with the mission 
participants.  
 
One of the popular activities performed by the mission team is to 
distribute rosaries, religious medals and holy cards to the hospital 
staff and patients. Our mission team establishes a common bond 
with our Ecuadorian host and patients and that immediately over-
comes the language barrier through the religious heritage. 
 
We distributed small stuffed animals to the pediatric patients, a 
simple gesture that brought great comfort and happiness to the 
children. We will continue to make this part of all future mission 
trips.  
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Message From The President 
Our foundation is now in the fourth year of operation. It is only 
through the outstanding support from patrons and volunteers 
whose generous donation of time and money have allowed us to 
achieve our goals. We are committed to providing medical ser-
vices and donations of supplies to third world countries where 
there is neither the opportunity or availability of adequate health-
care to the indigent. Our goal for 2005 is to perform two medical 
mission trips and ship a minimum of four containers of badly 
needed medical supplies to our mission partners. NOMMS is 
partnering with other foundations to assist in providing medical 
expertise, supplies and advice in special circumstances. 
 
Because of the severe level of poverty and need in virtually every 
third world country, we plan to continue to build a greater capac-
ity to provide more help to those less fortunate. Our partner foun-
dation in Ecuador has a simple message to all who have helped 
us realize three successful mission trips there, “God bless you 
and thank you.”  

 
I ask that you continue the wonderful support of our cause and as-
sist us in increasing our patrons and volunteers. Our partner founda-
tion in Ecuador, has asked that we increase the mission size to 
forty-five for the 2005 mission and include a series of educational 
workshops for the hospital staff. In addition, they requested specific 
medical materials for the General, Children’s and Maternity Hospi-
tals. We plan to acquire and donate as much of these badly needed 
materials as our funding will allow.
